Graceland’s Panera Bread Ministry

Are you looking for a way to serve the
less fortunate and have some fun in the
process! Are you at least 6 years old but
not over 1207 Well do we have an op-
portunity for you! Rest assured you
would fit right in with our Panera Bread
Ministry Team.

Each Sunday night at 8:00, two of our
folks are inside the Panera Bread store at
Midlothian and Huguenot Roads, sip-
ping free coffee, and waiting for the
manager to lock the doors. As soon as
the doors are locked, one of us swoops
behind the counters with our handy
plastic tubs and help the servers load all
the bread and pastries they have not
sold that day. The other one of us is
loading the plastic tubs into our car,
which is waiting at the door. This proc-
ess takes about 10 to 15 minutes and we
are ready to begin the drive back to
Powhatan and church.

When we arrive at church, we find a
group of our family waiting to unload
the car and bring the tubs into the fel-
lowship hall to begin the process of bag-
ging, separating and filling orders. This
is an incredible event to watch and we
laugh at the sight as we compare it to a
bunch of hungry vultures descending!
But this group works so well together
that by the time the men (mostly) have

finished bringing in the tubs, the
women and children have almost
finished bagging the bread. The
men don’t quit though. They
jump right in and begin to bag
bread and bagels as fast and as
furiously as anyone. The banter
between us is flying as fast as the
bread and the bags. Everyone is
laughing and having a good time.
Then, it’s time to sort out who gets
what. I tell you, this group has
everything down to a science!
There is a list of who gets what and
how they get it, so the bags of
bread and deserts start flying again
as big bags are loaded with food for
those less fortunate.

After all that fun, it’s so hard to
just leave each other and go home,
so we don’t! As we are able, we
will head on over to McDonald’s
for coffee and fellowship. There,
we continue to laugh as we share
memories and swap stories. One
by one, we finally have to leave to
go home but we do so with a big
smile on our faces.

We have had a great time as we
have served our Lord and here is
the serious part of all this fun.
Each week, this ministry provides

bread and pastries to feed well over
100 people in need. This ministry
also provides pastries for Grace-
land’s early service, our outreach
ministry, our Hispanic ministry,
and we even have some left over to
help if we get a request during the
week for food assistance.

If you are looking for a way to serve,
this may be just the ticket! We have
children who come and work as
hard as the adults. Itis a “low im-
pact” exercise and begins about
7:30 on Sunday evening and can
end as early as 9:00 if you don’t go
for coffee. An hour and a half to
help over 100 people each week.
Even if you turn in early, you can
still be a part of this ministry. Plus,
there is no cost to you other than
the gas to get to church. Now I ask

you, can you get any simpler than
that?
